Paly Math Club Constitution

I. Name: Paly Math Club
II. Statement of purpose: To enable students to participate in the fun, exciting, and beautiful side of mathematics by taking contests, practicing for contests, and participating in other such activities.

III. Membership clause: Any Paly student with an interest in math may join.
IV. Officers: The 07-08 officers have already been chosen (by the 06-07 club membership). The offices include:

President: organizes meetings and plans for contests and other activities; currently Lynnelle Ye.

Vice President: substitutes for the president and helps run the club whenever necessary; currently Avi Arfin.

PR/Treasurer: responsible for announcements, advertisements, communication in general, and the club budget; currently Erika Ji.

V. Selection of Officers, Term of Office, or Qualifications: Officers will be elected by the club membership at the beginning of each school year, unless the previous president and advisors choose to hold elections at the end of the previous school year. Candidates for office must be able to guarantee that they will have enough time and energy to do their job to the best of their ability.
VI. Activities of the Group: The club will participate in various contests throughout the year, both during lunch and after school. One fundraiser is currently planned: club members will at some point help direct parking during a football game at Stanford. Meetings will be held every Monday at lunch. Any special meetings will be called by Daily Bulletin announcement as well as email.
VII. Financial Clause: The club will rely on dues ($20/year), voluntary donations, and the above-mentioned fundraiser.

VIII. Expenses Clause: The money will be spent on registration and other fees associated with the contests the club will participate in, and will be given as a prize for Paly’s intramural ATM contest.
